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JUDGING & AWARDS

Judging - Judging will be based on creativity, skill, technique, and artistic attributes.

Awards - From the overall entries, 45 photographers will be selected (5 photographers in each of
the 9 categories). Of those, 9 photographers will win a Best of Category Award (1 photographer
from each category). And of those, there will be a 1* Place Best of Show Award winner, 2" Place
Judges Award winner, and a 3" Place Merit Award winner.

1% Place “Best of Show Award” winner will receive an Award Certificate, Blue Rosette Ribbon,
a One Year Artists Haven Gallery *Representation Contract, and a $1000 Cash Prize.

2" Place “Judges Award” winner will receive an Award Certificate, Red Rosette Ribbon, a One
Year Artists Haven Gallery *Representation Contract, and a $500 cash prize.

3" Place “Merit Award” winner will receive an Award Certificate, White Rosette Ribbon, a One
Year Artists Haven Gallery *Representation Contract, and a $250 cash prize.

Best of Category Award winners will each receive an Award Certificate, Yellow Rosette Ribbon.

Exhibition - The 45 selected photographers will participate in a collective exhibition at the Artists
Haven Gallery. The exhibition will be October 11, 2010 — November 8, 2010.

Opening Reception - A Meet the Artists & Awards Presentation event will be held on the evening
of Saturday, October 16, 2010 from 6 - 9pm. Free event and public invited.

Publicity & Sales - The exhibition will be advertised in print media and on the internet. The
selected photographers will be included in the Artists Haven Gallery website for a period of one
year and made available for purchase in the gallery for 30 days.

Art Sales Commission - The commission structure is 30% Gallery / 70% photographer of the
listed retail price as determined by the photographer on the Entry Identification List.

Accepted Works Intake — This applies to accepted work — not submissions for jurying. Only the
45 selected photographers that are juried into the exhibition will be notified to make arrangements
to have their framed photograph at Artists Haven Gallery by October 1, 2010. The photographers
are responsible for all shipping expenses to and from the gallery. To encourage participation by
photographers from around the world, the Artists Haven Gallery offers optional affordable printing
and framing services. Additional details will be provided to accepted photographers.
Photographers themselves are not required to attend exhibition, although we appreciate their
attendance.

Sizes, Framing & Delivery — All selected photographs must be printed between10”x15” through
18"x27”. The Artists Haven Gallery strives for contemporary uniform framing. This is less
distracting as when compared to an exhibition with many different colored mats and framing
styles. Framing must be a black wood or metal professional-quality frame with a minimum 2” wide
white mat, single, double or triple ply, and use Plexi-glass - No Glass! Framed photographs must
arrive properly wired and ready to hang. Maximum finished size is 24” x 36”. Our gallery staff will
repack photographs using same materials used by you to send to gallery. All photographs will be
returned November 18 — 31, 2010. Please make proper arrangements. Any photographs
remaining at gallery past December 31, 2010 will become the property of the Artists Haven
Gallery.
